SUMMARY

Eustathius of Thessalonica on the Origins of Social Life
and the Evolution of Civilization:
Points of Intersection with Western Medieval Political Thought

This article provided a closer examination of the political thought
of the Byzantine scholar and archbishop of Thessalonica Eustathius
(ca. 1115—ca. 1195). I relied on Eustathius’ oration ITepi Omaxoijc xai
eonelfeioc mpemovone molreduat. yototiovixed (Oratio de obedientia
magistratui christiano debita) to reconstruct his views about the origins
of social life and the evolution of human civilization. Additionally, I
demonstrated that Eustathius embraces an approach to human history
that emphasizes the role of rhetorically gifted and sagacious individuals
as the driving force behind the formation of the first communities and
the progression to more complex forms of social organization. In this
regard, Eustathius, unlike Eusebius, subtly downplays the importance of
the divine factor and prioritizes human will and the inherent potential
of human beings for moral improvement. Although the background and

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sources of Eustathius’ thought await further study, his ideas exhibit
remarkable affinities with those of Cicero as well as the writings of
authors in medieval Europe, notably Thierry of Chartres and Brunetto
Latini, on the civic function of rhetoric.
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
